Regarding USB-to-Parallel Converter Cables:

USB to parallel converters will work with printers and nothing else.   No other amateur radio accessories will work with them either, because they install a printer driver in your system that maps the parallel port to the USB port dynamically, and also ignore any data apart from ASCII data.  These cables will not work with any other type of device, including the WN-1.   

In order to run the WN-1 on a laptop or desktop with only USB ports it is necessary to install a PCI parallel port card.   

Parallel port cards cost about $25.   WaveNode software includes a complete "How-to" document that shows you how to add a parallel port to your computer and then configure the WN-1 software to use it.

This will describe how to add a parallel port to your computer.   

We like the LAVA card because it doesn't require any additional driver.  They automatically detect and install on Windows systems.   Follow the directions on our document; it should go smoothly.    Other WN-1 users have used many other parallel port cards with good results, but the LAVA ones are easiest to install.

We use this card in all our computers for testing so we can run 4 systems on each computer.    This approach will free your parallel port for other accessories that can't reconfigure to other I/O memory space.   Roughly half our customers use this card.
